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The appointees for Senior Lecturer 11 / Lecturer I / Lecturer 11 will be responsible for teaching psychology, education-
related, and general education courses, supervising student research projects and field experiences, and contributing to
curriculum and programme development. Additionally, they are expected to demonstrate scholarship of teaching by
conducting relevant research studies.

For the post of Senior Lecturer 11, applicants should have a Master’s degree in Psychology or a related discipline plus a
minimum of 8 years’ relevant post-qualification teaching / professional experience; or preferably a Doctoral degree plus
a minimum of 3 years’ relevant post-qualification teaching / professional experience. For the post of Lecturer I,
applicants should have a Master’s degree in Psychology or a related discipline plus a minimum of 4 years’ relevant post-
qualification teaching / professional experience. Applicants with less teaching experience may be considered for the post
of Lecturer II.
